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 Practice/Qualifying, Qualifying and Race Start Procedures: 
V2
Please read very thoroughly + carefully
The False Grid is located as shown on the circuit map near Station 12. 

Cars should form up on the False Grid at least 30 Minutes prior to the start of Practice/Qualifying and Qualifying.

FRIDAY Practice/Qualifying  11h55 – 12h25 

• HGP cars will mover from the False Grid to the F.1 Pit Lane at the conclusion of F1 Practice which ends at 11h30 soon as the F1 cars are in their garages.
Saturday Qualifying  08h45 – 09h15

• HGP cars will move from the False Grid to the F.1 Pit Lane at 08h30 as the checkered flag is displayed and all other vehicles are in the pit lane.

Practice + Qualifying Procedures:
At the conclusion of the previous group’s session and at the Marshal’s signal, cars will be towed by each team’s tug/golf-cart from the False Grid, through the Station 12 Gate onto the circuit and into the F1 Pit Lane accompanied by team personnel on the cart. 

Walking personnel will use the Entrance to the F.1 Pits just before Security Gate – See Map.

Tug Drivers: In F.1 Pits, queue to the right along the signaling wall and go all the way forward. 

Note: Distance from False Grid/Station 12 to F.1 Pit Lane is approximately 1/2 mile. Travel time 3-4 minutes.

Teams + Drivers: Place your equipment drivers RIGHT against the pit rail. 

The Hot Lane will be driver’s LEFT.

In the F.1 Pit Lane, the Five Minute Signal/Board will be shown along with the Three, Two and One Signal/Board.  This is “real time”.  We suggest starting your already warm engine no sooner than the two (2) minute signal.

When Pit Exit is OPEN, the cars will proceed onto the circuit. The Yellow Flag will be displayed for the first lap of Practice and Qualifying at each station.

Pit Lane Speed Limit is 50 MPH.

.

At the conclusion of Practice, Qualifying and the Race the checker will be displayed at Start/Finish and after completing the cool-down lap, enter pit road and drive into the F1 Pit Lane – No Stopping – 

Then, at a slow rate of speed:

Exit the F1 Pits, make a U-turn as directed by the Marshals and return on the pit straight counter-race using drivers left and exit the track at station 12 onto the basin road and drive to the HGP Paddock. Cars not running may be towed back to the HGP Paddock.

TEAMS: At the conclusion of each session, please immediately clear the F1 pits. Unless towing a car, tugs/golf-carts will exit counter-pit lane direction and then counter-race to station 12.
RACE START PROCEDURE
Cars will form-up on the False Grid in their starting order as directed by the marshals at 13h45, 45 Minutes before the race, scheduled to start at 14h30.
At the conclusion of the previous group’s session (F1 Qualifying), the cars will be towed by each team’s tug or golf-cart from the False Grid, through Gate at Station 12 onto the circuit and into the F1 Pit Lane accompanied by team personnel.

The Five Minute Signal/Board will be shown along with the Three, Two and One Signal/ Board. Start Engines no sooner than 2 MINUTES.

At the signal of the Marshals, the cars will leave the F1 Pits and make

TWO (2) PACE LAPS behind the Pace car, one slow lap and one at 60 MPH.

The Green Flag from the Starters Stand will signal the RACE START. 

STANDARD HGP PROCEDURES APPLY FROM THE START UNTIL EXITING CORNER SEVEN (7):

  • Blend Rule – car in position 2 slots behind pole car; car in position 4 slots behind car in position 3 and etc; It is short run to a SLOW T.1 – use Discretion.
  • No Passing until Exiting Turn 7 – after which - standard green flag racing.

  • No extending the gap by lead cars – “Sportsmanship” please, gentlemen.

Any car not on the False Grid in time to depart before the Station 12 Gate is closed will not be allowed to start the race. Any car in the F1 Pit Lane that did not complete the pace laps will start from the F1 Pit Lane at the discretion of the Marshals & Stewards. 

Race duration – TWELVE (12) LAPS from Green Flag to Checker.

After the cool down lap: 

The first three finishers and the Winner of the Pre-74 category will proceed to Victory Podium, as directed by the Marshals and will be escorted to the Victory Podium by Herbie Blash.

All other cars will enter pit road and drive into the F1 Pit Lane – No Stopping – exit F1 Pits, make a U-turn as directed by the Marshals and return on the pit straight counter-race using drivers left and exit the track at station 12 and drive to the HGP Paddock. Cars not running may be towed back to the HGP Paddock.
Teams must clear the F1 Pit Lane immediately at the conclusion of the race. 

DRIVERS, CREW CHIEFS AND TEAM PERSONNEL SHOULD USE THURSDAY 9 JUNE TO FAMILIARIZE THEMSELVES WITH THE LOCATION OF THE FALSE GRID, PIT-OUT, STATION 12 + 12C GATES ON AND OFF THE CIRCUIT, F1 PIT LANE AS WELL AS THE BASIN ROAD TO AND FROM THE HGP PADDOCK.
